The Board reviewed a plat of Lot 4, Block 3, Bakker Landing 1st Addition in the City of Tea. HDR submitted an approval letter. The plat meets the criterial set in the Tea Subdivision Ordinance and Final Development Plan (DEP) for Bakker Landing. Motion by Baker, Second by Maag to approve the plat of Lot 4, Block 3, Bakker Landing in the City of Tea. All Members voted AYE.

The Board reviewed the plat of Tract 5A, 5B, and 5C, Gors’ Addition in Section 22 in Lincoln County. Tract 5 is being re-platted for land sale. are single family residential. Motion by Maag, Second by Baker to approve the re-plat of Tract 5A, 5B, and 5C, Gors’ Addition, Lincoln County. All Members voted AYE.
Schwartzle 12 plex Site Plan: 
Engineer: JSA Engineering

Location: Lots 1 & 8, Carl Soukup Addition

Zoning: Rezoned to R2 – Residential

The Board reviewed the site plan to construct two 12-plex multi-family buildings in the Carl Soukup Addition. Services and access will come off Lipton and High Pointe Streets. The Zoning requirements for setbacks, parking, landscaping, dumpster screening have been met. The off-street parking for the number of bedrooms is 22 spaces for each building. The site plan indicates 32 parking spaces per lot that does include 14 garage spots. The garages are included into the rent and can not be leased out as storage. It is my recommendation in the new zoning ordinance to exclude garages within the off-street parking requirements. Also, determine a ration for visitor parking locations. The Board discussed the drainage plan for the complex and had some concerns with runoff. The data does show the runoff to be within the Engineering Design requirements.  HDR submitted a letter of approval. Motion by Maag, Second by Baker to approve the Site Plan and Building Permit with the recommended changes to the firewall from Codeworks. All Members voted AYE.
Zoning Schedule of Fees: 

The Board discussed the Building Permit and Zoning fees for 2019. The building permit valuations have not been increased since 2012. An increase in valuations will add approximated $130 to the standard new home building permit. Nissen recommended the valuations stay the same this year due to the new sewer regionalization fee to Sioux Falls. Nissen informed the Board of the new System Development Charge (SDC) based on the water meter size on all new projects starting February 1st. The connection to Sioux Falls is planned for 2022.

· Soukup Building new metal panels – The Board reviewed the propose flat metal panels for the exterior of building facing Main Avenue. Zoning requires the buildings facing a collector or arterial street to have increased architectural standards. The panel is a new architectural grade siding for larger buildings.
