7:15 Public Hearing: Conditional Use Permit #19-01   - Warehouse

Applicant: Morton Buildings Inc.
Zoning: Planned Development, Subarea B
Location: 2401 Bakker Landing Ave., Bakker Landing 1st Addition, City of Tea
The Board held a public hearing to discuss the construction of an Office/Warehouse building in Subarea B of the Bakker Landing 1st Addition. The warehouse use is to store commercial trailers and vehicles and some materials left over from a job site. The CUP regulates the type of storage. The storage of hazardous materials is not allowed in this district. Motion by Maag, Second by Venard to recommend approval of CUP #19-01 with the storage of commercial vehicles and trailers to the City Council. All Members voted AYE.
Morton Building Site Plan

The Board reviewed the Site Plan to construct a 11,128sf office and warehouse in the Bakker Landing Addition. The building meets the setback requirement for Subarea B of the Bakker Landing Planned Development District. Zoning requirements for landscaping, parking and screening are shown on the site plan. The site plan does show a small outdoor gravel storage screened from public view. The Board discussed the drainage plan. The Development Engineering Plan shows the drainage from this site going into storm sewer and detention south of the project. Motion by Venard, Second by Montileaux t approve the site plan for Morton Building, LLC. All Members voted AYE.

Dave St. Pierre interpreted the 2015 IBC for storing commercial vehicles and trailers in a warehouse as not needing a sprinkler system. The redline copy was sent back to Morton for final changes.
